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Abstract. As a result of the Covid-19 pandemic, migrants suffer more than the local population for many reasons.
First of all, the social situation of their families worsens due to the reduction of money transfers from labour mi-
grants. Second, migrants face financial difficulties due to the loss of daily income during the quarantine period. In
the third place, because they do not receive timely medical care, the risk of coronavirus infection and other diseases
increases. Those who have the opportunity to return to their homeland, do not participate in the labor process for
several weeks, because they have to go through a period of quarantine in their country. All this is a serious signal
for the adoption of decisions by potential migrants and has a shock effect on the «supply» of labor migration. Each
of these factors has had a significant impact on labor migration.
