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Abstract. The distribution of small and medium-sized businesses by types of economic activity in the context of cat-
egories of SMEs (medium-sized, small enterprises, micro-enterprises) by federal districts is analyzed. In each fed-
eral district, key activities are identified, as well as activities that are not typical for SMEs. From the point of view of
the approach of organizational ecology, the types of activities in which the processes of legitimation and competition
prevail are identified. The former include hotel services and catering; financial and insurance activities; education;
healthcare; culture, sports and leisure activities. The second includes wholesale and retail trade; manufacturing indus-
tries; building sector; transportation and storage industry; agriculture and forestry. The uneven distribution of SMEs
in the geographical space and sectoral structure has been established. The study is based on data from the financial
statements of small and medium-sized businesses. The information and analytical system Fira.ru acted as the data
source. The results obtained in this work will allow further research to assess the width of the niche that distinguishes
between universal and specialized organizations, as well as to try to track the evolution of organizational populations
in the context of activities in the process of transforming microenterprises into medium or large ones.
