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Abstract. This article addresses the concept of “aesthetic intelligence” within the anthropology of education of the
21st century. The study’s relevance is determined by profound anthropological shifts driven by total digitalization,
which undermine spiritual foundations, promote clip thinking, and erode cultural uniqueness. Consequently, de-
veloping compensatory mechanisms to safeguard human integrity and authenticity is a critical task. The aim is to
provide a theoretical foundation for cultivating aesthetic intelligence through the hermeneutic interpretation of an-
thropological poetic discourse found in world poetry masterpieces. The object of the study is poetic language in its
anthropological function, while the subject is poetic texts as a unique fusion of profound meanings and a spiritu-
al-eidetic source of knowledge. The methodology encompasses theoretical and conceptual analysis of philosophical
and philological literature, alongside aesthetic, hermeneutic, and cultural analysis of poetic texts from the 18th-20th
centuries (e.g., Shelley, Rilke, Baudelaire). The research establishes that the interpretive practice of anthropolog-
ical poetic discourse fosters aesthetic thinking (process), which in turn shapes aesthetic intelligence (result)—the
capacity to perceive, appreciate, and generate beauty and harmony on ontological and epistemological levels. The
correlation “anthropological poetry — poetic anthropology” is substantiated as a foundation for intellectual and
spiritual development in the Hi-Tech era. Future research will focus on the symbolism of poetic text as a key factor
in advancing aesthetic intelligence.
