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Abstract. This article is devoted to the study of the concept of ‘Eurasianism,” which was introduced into the pub-
lic consciousness of Kazakhstan. Eurasianism, which emerged from the spiritual quests of 19th-century Russian
thinkers and was embodied in the ideas of Russian emigration in the 1920s, unexpectedly found development in
Kazakhstan. The first president of the republic, Nursultan Nazarbayev, began to appeal to the idea of Eurasianism,
making it one of the instruments of national policy and international integration in the post-Soviet space. Of course,
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Eurasianism in Kazakhstan was not a retransmission of the ideas of classical Eurasianism. First of all, Nazarba-
yev took the idea of Kazakhstan’s geographical location, situated in the steppe belt of the Eurasian continent and
since ancient times a place where trade and cultural routes from East to West and back crossed. Kazakhstan’s
Eurasian ‘status’ formed the basis for Nazarbayev’s integration initiatives, which aimed to establish economic ties
in the post-Soviet space and, above all, with Russia. Russian researchers, among whom A. Dugin stands out, hig-
hly praised Nazarbayev’s activities, believing that integration projects are more than just economic organisations.
However, time has shown that Kazakhstan’s Eurasian foreign policy vector, in the context of geopolitical changes
and the processes of creating a nation state within the republic, has been replaced by internal development projects
based on Kazakh culture and civic concepts created during the period of independence. If we talk about Eurasia-
nism as an idea of civic consolidation, it became an instrument of the republic’s national policy in the early period
of independence. The complex situation that arose after the collapse of the Soviet Union, when ideological plu-
ralism and the lack of clear guidelines for the young state led to an outflow of human resources, forced the autho-
rities to seek ways out of the demographic crisis. The situation was complicated by ethnocentrism, which was in-
herent in virtually all post-Soviet states but did not contribute to civil consolidation in the multi-ethnic society of
Kazakhstan. Nazarbayev’s Eurasian principle of ‘unity in diversity’ became an instrument of national policy and
helped to stabilise the demographic situation. The embodiment of this principle was the creation of the Assembly
of the Peoples of Kazakhstan (since 2007 — the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan) and the formulation of
the idea of a ‘single shanyrak’ for representatives of all ethnic groups, who are bearers of different cultures and
confessions. In the public consciousness of Kazakhstan, the concept of ‘Eurasianism’ has received an ambiguous
reception. Due to the diversity of public opinion in the republic, it is possible to speak of several poles, each of
which had its own interpretation of the concept of ‘Eurasianism.” Kazakhs were quite critical of Eurasianism, as
they saw it as a promotion of Russian culture and the embodiment of Russia’s imperial ambitions. This was facil-
itated by the reawakening of patterns from the colonial period in the ethnic consciousness of Kazakhs. Russian
and Russian-speaking citizens of the republic perceived Eurasianism positively, which was in line with the goals
of state policy to consolidate a multi-ethnic society into a single civic nation. Another pole of public conscious-
ness in Kazakhstan was the academic community, which also perceived Eurasianism in a positive light and de-
veloped many issues related to the theory and practical implementation of this idea. It should be noted, however,
that the development of the semantic content of the concept of ‘Eurasianism’ in Kazakhstan differed significantly
from the Russian interpretation. The main emphasis was placed on Kazakh culture and the geographical loca-
tion of the country, on whose territory a society uniting a variety of ethnic groups had historically developed. In
general, the concept of ‘Eurasianism’ became an important element of public consciousness during the period of
sovereignty, which was introduced by the state authorities through ideological guidelines. Currently, the concept
of ‘Eurasianism’ is being replaced by new concepts developed within the framework of the civilisational concept
of the ‘Great Steppe’ and the uniqueness of Kazakhstan in world history and culture. However, Eurasianism is not
being rejected and remains, carrying with it the potential for cultural interaction and interethnic communication,
as well as inter-state cooperation.
